Anatoliy Yermolenko. Academic Philosophy in the Context of its
Paradigmatic Change.

In this article, written upon the occasion of the 100" anniversary of
Ukraine’s Academy of Sciences, the author is analyzing key trends of de-
velopment of philosophy in the H. Skovoroda Ukraine’s Institute of Philoso-
phy. This analysis is put into the broader context of the paradigmatic
changes of the world philosophy in the past decades. A major focus is put
on achievements of the Institute’s research fellows in the past decades. De-
spite domination of the Marxist-Leninist ideology in the Soviet period, the
Institute’s researchers went beyond the limits of the Marxist paradigm, and
laid the foundation for development of philosophy during the post-Soviet
period. In the independent Ukraine, philosophy is developing, both with re-
gard to its language and methodology, in line with global philosophical
trends, in the fields like philosophic anthropology, social philosophy, ethics,
practical and political philosophy, logics, methodology of science, environ-
mental philosophy etc. Contemporary philosophy in Ukraine took a lot of
effort to develop concepts of democratic state and civil society. It reacts to
today’s challenges, related to «post-truth» and «hybrid worldviews», trying
to counteract dangers of moral relativism and nihilism with regard to norms
and values. The author stresses in the article that truth and ethos of research
community are the important imperative requirements for the further de-
velopment of philosophy in Ukraine.

Mpykhailo Boichenko. Philosophical position: Academic neutrality
due to engagement with academic truth.

It should be clearly distinguished cognitive interest as separate to any
other, and differentiate between cognitive interests philosophical one, and
not try to bring it under specific scientific mold. Philosophy must remain a
philosophy and the best way to do this is the path of academicism. The trans-
disciplinarity is also an important means to go beyond researcher’s own sci-
ence — but only contextually and temporarily, in order to bring the principles
of science abroad, not to abandon them for an unlimited epistemological
relativism. Par excellence this applies to philosophy itself. Transdiscipli-
narity is relevant as a number of separate, subject-dependent radical social
(including epistemological) practices. All attempts to develop some univer-
sal transdisciplinarity, especially to give it status as a universal epistemo-
logical cure, or even metatheory of social tolerance is gross methodological
error and unequivocally wrong way as in the theory, so in practice of social
action and communication. In the current socio-political realities in Ukraine
transdisciplinarity establishing as a basic philosophical methodology means
the loss of epistemological weapons in hybrid war.

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THE PHILOSOPHY SUPREMACY IN
THE DIGITAL AGE

Rationality at the risk of «a dark vision». Contemporary trans-
formations of the world, which are mostly marked by the transition from
the analogue culture to the digital one, require that the meaning, role
and prospects of such kind of intellectual experience of mankind as phi-
losophy be rethought. In the context of this transition, the traditional
modern' forms of culture are undergoing significant transformations,
which often poses a threat to their further prospects. Especially, this
process manifests itself in the weakening of democratic institutions of
the Western world. Likewise, the digital age puts all realms of human
life to the test for their rational resilience, with the latter characterizing
the consciously established way of interaction between people that ori-
entates itself on the commonly established sense. Dismantlement of ra-
tionality’s foundation of human existence and the risk of human culture
sliding into the archaic state can be regarded as the universal threat in
the digital age. Disappointment in the «project of modernity» with its
ideals and values along with distrust of its institutions provide fertile
ground for the demise of modern civilization.

The results of social researches conducted in 2018 in regard to the
level of trust of ordinary Ukrainians in state and social institutions attest
to their inclinations toward «a dark vision». The findings of the research
revealed a remarkably low level of trust in the very institutions that play
a crucial role in Ukrainian statehood — presidency, government, parlia-
ment, courts? [see 1]. The prevailing in the Ukrainian society climate of
pessimism and distrust creates fertile soil for various political shenani-
gans that threaten Ukrainian statehood. The constant increase in disap-
pointment and distrust is typical not only of Ukraine.

In his book «Enlightenment Now: The Case for Reason, Scien-
ce, Humanism, and Progress», the Canadian scholar Steven Pinker ad
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dresses the threats posed by «a dark vision». Thus, he picked the ex-
pressions that are typical of «a dark vision» from the speeches made by
the current American President, Donald Trump, and his close associates®.
Here are some of them: «At the time of this writing, my country is led
by people with a dark vision of the current moment: «mothers and chil-
dren trapped in poverty... an education system which leaves our young
and beautiful students deprived of all knowledge... and the crime, and
the gangs, and the drugs that have stolen too many lives. «We are in an
«outright war» that is «expanding and metastasizing». The blame for
this nightmare may be placed on a «global power structure» that has ero-
ded «the underlying spiritual and moral foundations of Christianity». [4,
XVII- XVIII]. The question arises as to why «a dark vision» has cap-
tured the consciousness of not only «destitute Ukrainians», but also of
statesmen of developed countries? What makes thinking paint our life
in black even when it's getting better? All the more unexpected it is to
hear these words from the leader of the USA, the country that has been
successful in placing great value on such concepts as democracy, free-
dom and prosperity. Nevertheless, it is the population of developed coun-
tries that proves most vulnerable to the rhetoric of «a dark vision». The
«Brexit» phenomenon is a case in point. We are now witnessing a deep
political crisis that Britain is going through due to «a dark vision» of its
citizens. Its fear of enraged crowd of refugees, pictures of whose on the
billboards triggered the outcome of the referendum, has broken with a
centuries-long tradition of British rationality.

Logic and common sense in support of Britain's membership in
the EU have proven helpless in view of irrational sentiments and pho-
bias. Lack of trust in prospects and institutions of the EU keeps on crip-
pling Britain's statehood, threatening the durability of its foundations —
democracy and rationality. Hence, Max Weber’s key philosophical idea
of an increasing specific weight of goal-rational actions as the main ten-
dency of social development suffers a crushing defeat. «Anti-Western»
reaction to social events in technologically developed countries is not
accidental. It expresses resistance to the classic form of rationality
backed by the digital culture.

Thus, the digital world becomes a powerful instigator of revealing
limitations of modern rationality, which mainly acquires one-dimen-
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sional interpretations of scientific truth. However, the digital age opens
up new horizons and forms of rationality. Philosophers are faced with
an extremely important task of preserving rational instructions of culture
and legitimize those of its forms that are being ignored by modern ra-
tionality. For this purpose philosophy alone has to understand the direc-
tions of its changes.

The challenge of philosophy. The task of modern philosophy is
to localize itself in a system of other cultural formsspirit and everyday
practices. It is important to understand that philosophy constitutes a spe-
cial kind of intellectual experience that is profoundly different from any
other form of human mind. The problem of localization of philosophy
is conditioned on the phenomenon of the blur of its substantial bound-
aries, which prevails in the consciousness of ordinary people and has
become a common stereotype of modern culture. Paradoxically enough,
such localization of philosophy requires its constant movement through
self-determination in the context of challenges of the real world.

Self-renewal of philosophy has provided it with an opportunity to
win back the lost position of the «supreme science», i.e. the transdisci-
plinary sphere of knowledge keeping the universal core of all other
knowledge. Though we have to keep in the mind that the digital age, on
the one hand, poses serious threats to philosophy, but, on the other hand,
provides it with a chance to revive the lost supremacy. So, the digital
culture makes intellectual challenges on philosophy, which changes the
requirements for philosophical texts as well as the mechanisms for pro-
ducing and understanding them. Also in the digital age, the realm of
philosophical responsibility has also been penetrated by representatives
of other fields of science. Thus, apart from humanities scholars, mathe-
maticians and natural scientists have begun to publicly discuss problems
of the universal scale that go well beyond the boundaries of their strict
disciplinary specialization, entering the spheres of morality and philoso-
phy. Speaking of Weber’s works, we doubt his methodological principle
of «freedom without value judgements». The modern scientist can no
longer be free from passing judgements in his or her researches or ma-
king a clear distinction between empirical expressions and practical as-
sessments.
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Nowadays it is not philosophers but representatives of other fields
who start initiating broad public discussions. Through social networks
and other means of internet communication, the digital culture fosters
rebirth of the tradition of such discussions. Discussions of philosophical
topics stir up interest from a broader audience. A stronger public interest
in philosophical issues may be exemplified by increasing popularity of
popular science bestsellers. Books of this sort are read around the world
by people of varied employment. Their main concepts and ideas evolve
into extremely popular memes.

Thus, just a while ago the book «The Black Swan» [see 5] written
by a Lebanese-American economist, statistician and mathematician,
Nassim Nicholas Taleb, was considerably gaining in popularity. One of
the leading British newspapers, The Sunday Times, hailed it as one of
the twenty most influential books published after WW2. The concept of
«the black swan» is commonly used nowadays and proves its own
heuristicity. At least, Taleb’s predictions regarding many political and
economic events have been confirmed. Interestingly, in 2016 Taleb visi-
ted Ukraine at the invitation of the innovation space HUB 4.0, conduc-
ting an open seminar «Black Swan: predicting and winning in a world
of chaos», which I had a chance to participate in. A world of chaos is a
philosophical problem that comes back under the spotlight of philosophy
through mathematics. Being a philosopher myself, I had something to
learn from an economist. The seminar was open to broad public and
drew lots of people of varied employment, profile and age groups: ran-
ging from prominent politicians and journalists to students and those
who were simply curious to learn more. Taleb’s assertions that every
living creature needs to be volatile and changeable along with his appeal
to «survive like rats, nourish resistance to any poisony, i.e. to practice
one’s antifragility (another of Taleb’s famous concepts) or his assertion
that «education makes us foolish», demonstrate the practical side of his
theoretical position. It is Taleb’s latter assertion in the context of his
rather critical attitude to modernity that ensures his enormous worldwide
success.

As of today, an Israeli historian, Yuval Noah Harari, has taken up
the position of a new leader in intellectual admirations. His popular sci-
ence book «Homo Sapiens. A Brief History of Humankind» has already
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become an international bestseller. In Israel Harari has gained in popu-
larity to the extent that he is now a regular contributor to the country’s
oldest daily newspaper, Haaretz. His interpretation of a human being as
of «an animal of no significance» [3, s. 3] brings about a fundamental
change to how human beings conceive of themselves. The statement
saying that «the most important thing to know about prehistoric humans
is that they were insignificant animals with no more impact on their en-
vironment than gorillas, flies or jellyfish» [3, s. 4], provokes much
thought on a special status of the modern human being. According to
Harari, thanks to the three important revolutions: the Cognitive Revo-
lution, the Agricultural Revolution and the Scientific Revolution, such
human species as Homo Sapiens has managed to break away from its
marginal position in the chain of evolution and to steer the latter towards
its increasing domination. It is a matter of convention that a new geo-
logical epoch that sees human beings change nature due to their domi-
nation is called Anthropocene. How has a human being managed to
surpass the level of the impact of a jellyfish or flies on its way to be-
coming a dominating living creature, putting the existence of life at risk?
Referring to a large number of modern scientific researches, Harari is
inviting as many people as possible to contemplate this issue. The his-
torian reckons that the secret of an astounding evolutional success of
Homo Sapiens lies in «probably appearance of fiction. Large numbers
of strangers can cooperate successfully by believing in common myth»
[3, s. 30]. It is a knack for producing speculative knowledge that deter-
mines the specific features of philosophical thinking, enabling a rapid
evolutional breakthrough of Homo Sapiens. However, the book has en-
joyed much popularity not only for its reflections on power of a human
being. Equally interesting and important appears the question about
«skeletons in the closet» [3, s. 5], namely the ways of gaining such
power, which humankind would rather not talk about.

These philosophical problems are also addressed by Max
Tegmark, a Swedish-American cosmologist, one of the founders of The
Future of Life Institute, research and outreach organization aiming to re-
duce existential risks of artificial intelligence. Thus, in his book «Being
Human in the Age of Artificial Intelligence» M. Tegmark stimulates right
away a lengthy public discussion in the title of the first chapter «Wel-
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come to the Most Important Conversation of Our Time» [6, Locations
405-406]. As an epigraph to this chapter, Tegmark chose the idea that
«technology is giving life the potential to flourish like never before — or
to self-destruct» {Ibid.]. A thorough analysis of human intelligence in
view of technological development poses many interesting and impor-
tant questions that have become the most popular topic of public dis-
cussion.

The change of philosophy. The time has come for philosophy to
declare its importance. However, to restore trust in philosophy means
to reject a wide range of deeply-rooted perceptions of self. One of such
perceptions is the definition of philosophy as of a speculative sphere of
knowledge, that is to say, a theoretical knowledge that is concluded wit-
hout referring to experience («speculative judgment»). It is often called
an abstract judgement.

Rejection of an abstract side of philosophy does not come easy,
since the core of the nature of philosophical thinking is a human ability
to think in terms of the imaginary, or according to Kantian tradition, of
the transcendental, which implies speculative escape from the bound-
aries of an existent experience in order to come up with cognitive con-
cepts as tools for producing new knowledge. Strictness, analytical
prowess and logic of philosophical thought determine a mechanism for
achieving this goal. Hence, philosophy may be considered as a sphe-
re of strict (firmly sticking to the object of reflection and relying on
meaningful ground, from which a thought is concluded and on which it
is based), analytical (thorough, scrupulous and in-depth) as well as ar-
gumentative and logical comprehension of the imaginary (of Aristote-
lian metaphysical). Consequently, abstract thinking acquires its exact
specificity through philosophy.

Unlike the classic modern age, in which the objective and subjec-
tive contradistinction play a key role, the digital age blurs the distinction
between the real and the virtual (the imaginary), making it more agile
and open. For the digital age, the objective and subjective contradistinc-
tion lose its epistemological domination. On the contrary, the digital age
paves the way for the dissolution of classic dichotomies of thinking. We
are witnessing a rapidly growing tendency for overcoming such philo-
sophical dichotomies as spirit-body, subject-object, culture-nature, man-
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technology, man-animal, etc. Hence, philosophy's perception of itself in
the digital age is to go through both the preservation of its own concep-
tual and argumentative core and through rejection of the transcendental
and dichotomous register of its embodiment. Furthermore, the vocation
of philosophy as a realm for posing questions and raising doubts should
be preserved.

The practicality of philosophy. Unlike the classic modem phi-
losophy, the contemporary one is forced to enhance its own practicality.
It is worth noting that practicality of philosophy can be defined as a life
rootedness of philosophical rationality in the process of constituting of
human existence. The main difference in the contemporary interpretation
of practicality of philosophy lies in this practicality losing features of
external instrumentality.

«Practization» of philosophy should be exposed as its immanent
property. Thus, from the very outset, the definition of philosophy needs
to contain a reference to the practicality of philosophy as a form of ra-
tionality enabling the thinking to open up new horizons of understanding
of human existence not only in terms of the already accomplished but
from a perspective of an imaginary experience. Philosophy as a renewed
strategy of thinking for overcoming the real and the virtual might ser-
ve an effective tool to solve this problem. Paradoxically, in an era of
the triumph of virtuality, philosophy has to come close to the real di-
mension of human existence, earning a reputation of a practical sphere
of knowledge.

Robert Frodeman and Adam Briggle dedicated a whole article to
the problem of philosophy having lost its connection with the practical
aspects of life [see 2]. In their opinion, it is philosophy’s divorcement
from the practical aspects of life that has led it astray. The authors sug-
gest that the reason why the development of philosophy has gone awry
lies in the modern form its institutionalization. According to them, the
history of Western philosophy can be presented in different ways. One
can talk of its periods (the ancient world, the Middle Ages, modernity),
competitive traditions (empiricism vs. rationalism, analytical philosophy
vs. continental philosophy) and domains (metaphysics, epistemology,
ethics). It is also fairly possible to consider history by accentuating its
grounds for research of high priority, such as researches on gender, race,
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etc. However, the authors of the article state that despite all the diver-
gences between philosophical realms and problems, the turning point
uniting them is modern institutional understanding of philosophy as a
scientific structure of a research university at the end of the 19" century.
This institutionalization of philosophy turns it into a cause that can be
pursued only within the framework of research institutions.

The authors consider the transformation of philosophy into a re-
search activity and an academic subject area as a main reason of philoso-
phy losing its credibility. For philosophy to be studied at university, it
has to be free in its presence in culture. Philosophers used to belong both
to the circles of diplomats, and lens polishing artisans, and professors at
auniversity. According to the two scholars, it was the institutional «free-
dom» of philosophy that helped philosophy pursue its vocation as a
realm for posing questions and raising doubts. It was Socrates who
talked of this nature of philosophy, and it was Skovoroda who practised
it. The modern institutionalization of philosophy deprives it of freedom,
at the same time changing it from a realm for posing questions and rai-
sing doubts into a realm of expert knowledge.

Due to these transformations, philosophy is «purified» of the prac-
tical aspects of life. Such «purification», the authors think, happens be-
cause of two reasons. First, the rapid development of natural sciences
leads to their delimitation from philosophy, encouraging the subsequent
emergence of social sciences. It is worth noting that such delimitation
has never existed before, that’s why naturalists always felt at home in
the circles of philosophers. They called themselves «natural philoso-
phers»?, that is to say, philosophers studying nature, whereas philoso-
phers, who rather took interest in social issues, used to identify
themselves as «moral philosophers»®. Second, the modern institutionali-
zation of philosophy as of an academic scientific area puts it on a par
with other areas, which leads to philosophy being deprived of its status
of the supreme science. The previous hierarchy of knowledge that phi-
losophy was master of is being destroyed. Now it is giving place to the
division of knowledge into natural science and humanities, which has
contributed to their transformation into a set of independent and equal
knowledge areas. Philosophy has become one of them.
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The fact that philosophy has been driven away from the position of
the supreme science is weakening its motivation to take care of fundamen-
tal questions of human existence. In the modern (research) university, the
function of contemplating these questions, which was inherited by the very
first universities from church schools, is no longer relevant, whereas the
questions regarding the nature of human beings and goals of their lives de-
fined the very core of educational program at the first universities. Such
disciplines as philosophy, theology, medicine and law were not counter-
posed; on the contrary, they were cooperating within the single research
paradigm offered by philosophy. The strengthening of disciplinary speciali-
zation in the modern university exerts a destructive influence on this har-
mony and interaction.

The processes happening along with the development of the modern
university keep weakening the status of philosophy, compelling it to con-
stantly make its mark. These processes are all the more complicated by the
philosophy’s requirement to correspond with the structure and the stan-
dards of the modern university, in particular, with the strengthening of spe-
cialization. Only the «disciplined» philosophy, as the authors of the article
call it, i.e. the one that complies with these requirements, is considered
«truey, It is this philosophy that defines the standard of philosophizing as
such. Obviously, such a «purified» philosophy is having a hard time com-
peting with natural sciences.

No one really doubts the practical meaning of accomplishments of
the latter, whereas the success of the former is mostly known to philoso-
phers alone.

Interstitial presence of philesophy as its supremacy. According
to Frodeman and Briggle, philosophy should by no means be «purified».
Instead of considering «dirty hands» of philosophy as a problem, we should
rather accept them as the native condition of philosophical thought, since
hands of philosophy «get dirty» not through the contact with the real world.
«Philosophy should never have been purified. Rather than being seen as a
problem, «dirty hands» should be understood as the native condition of
philosophic thought — present everywhere, often interstitial, essentially in-
terdisciplinary and transdisciplinary in nature. Philosophy is a mangle. The
philosopher’s hands were never clean and were never meant to be» [2].
The authors speak of interstitial presence of philosophy that manifests itself
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in interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary characteristics of the latter. They
compare philosophy with a mangle®. Just like a mangle, philosophy appears
a necessary tool in everyday life. If a mangle was used to wash sheets and
clothes, then philosophy is meant to be used for washing too, though not
of dirty clothes, but of human nature. That is why philosophy is tightly
linked with morality.

However, not only does the modem university have the division of
knowledge into different areas, it also experiences their separation from
moral virtues. Before, morality and knowledge used to go hand in hand.
This was especially the case in the realm of philosophy. It was no coinci-
dence that philosophers considered themselves moral agents par excel-
lence. In Frodeman and Briggle's article, there is a mention of a British
thinker of the 18" century, Joseph Priestly, who thought that a philosopher
should be better than other people. Priestly thought of philosophy as of vo-
cation requiring significant moral virtues, in particular, honesty and self-
lessness. Summing up their reflections on the connection between
philosophy and morality, Frodeman and Briggle arrive at the conclusion
that philosophy has always placed more importance on being a good and
useful for human existence rather than on the abstract sphere (independent
of real human needs) for producing knowledge.

Let’s get back to Harari’s thought about the fact that the cognitive
revolution, which lies in the development of Homo Sapiens’ ability to form
abstract concepts, determines basic precondition for domination of our
species in the animal and human realms as well as justifies the deeply-
rooted character of philosophy in human existence. Thanks to this deep-
rootedness philosophy stands a chance of winning its supremacy back in
the digital age. To achieve this, it needs: 1) to overcome its disciplinary
closeness towards other forms of rationality, in particular, towards scientific
knowledge and other philosophical traditions; 2) to strengthen its argu-
mentative and analytical apparatus by addressing the problems of morality.

Olga Gomilko. The philosophy supremacy in the digital age.

Contemporary transformations of the world, the ones that put all
realms of human life to the test for their rational resilience, require that the
meaning, role and prospects of such kind of intellectual experience of
mankind as philosophy be rethought. The digital world appears a powerful
instigator manifesting limitations of modermn rationality, which mostly ac-
quires one-dimensional interpretations of scientific truth. However, the digi-
tal age opens up new horizons and forms of rationality. Philosophers are
faced with an extremely important task of preserving rational instructions
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of culture and legitimize those of its forms that are being ignored by modem
rationality. For this purpose philosophy alone has to understand the di-
rections of its changes. Self-renewal of philosophy provides it with an
opportunity to regain its identity of the «supreme science», i.e. the trans-
disciplinary sphere of knowledge keeping the core of all other spheres. We
could talk about interstitial presence of philosophy that manifests itself in
interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary characteristics of the latter. For in-
terstitial presence of philosophy is considered as the supremacy of philos-
ophy. The latter is viewed not only in the scientific area but in general
human practice. Therefore philosophy appears a necessary tool in everyday
life for enlightening a human nature. That is why philosophy is tightly
linked with morality. To achieve the philosophy supremacy, it needs: 1) to
overcome disciplinary closeness of philosophy towards other forms of ra-
tionality, in particular, towards scientific knowledge and other philosophical
traditions; 2) to strengthen philosophical argumentative and analytical ap-
paratus by addressing the problems of morality.

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LEGITIMACY:
COMMUNICATION AND VIOLENCE

As a living being, the human being can certainly
be dominated [bezwungen] — i.e. his physical side and
other external attributes may be brought under the power
of others. But the free will in and for itself cannot be
coerced [gezwunden] ...Only he who wills to be coerced
can be coerced into anything.
Hegel.Elements of the Philosophy of Right.

The problem of legitimation has been one of the most challenging
problems in modern political philosophy. Despite all the wealth of in-
terpretations of this form of social imagination, the nature of political
recognition/concession/acceptance remains mysterious and rather ob-
scure. The phenomenon of legitimation belongs to the range of such
fields of social knowledge as ontology, communication theory, psycho-
analysis, philosophy of law, philosophy of culture and, of course, politi-
cal philosophy.

Ever since Max Weber formulated the notion of legitimate order,
it has been generally acknowledged, that legitimation means society’s
acceptance of the ways it is governed through the laws enforced by the
ruling regime or political power, while the basis for maintaining and
strengthening of this acceptance is provided by the enterprise of ruling
political domination founded on rationally organized violence. The ideal
types of rulers so eloquently described by Weber became the staples of
all subsequent discussions about the nature of political legitimation.
These types include: the old type of the patrimonial prince consecrated
by the importance of his ancient ancestry; the authority possessing an
uncommon personal gift or the so-called charismatic leader (an elected
prince-military commander, a plebiscitary ruler, an outstanding dema-
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gogue or a political party leader); and, finally, the state official whose
dominance relies on a legally binding foundation (Satzung) and ration-
ally created rules [13, s. 646—-647]. However, a reasonable question
arises here — what part of society and what kind of collectivity are sup-
posed to make the process of legitimation successful and effective?
Would it be enough if, for example, only a small group within the politi-
cal establishment, or a narrow circle of the political regime’s counte-
ractants, recognize its legitimacy in order to uphold the continued exis-
tence of a particular configuration of political power? Would it be pos-
sible to limit the strategy of recognition to economic reasons, fear of
punishment, the search for existential comfort (by striving to achieve a
higher social status within the top ranks in the system of political dom-
ination, as stipulated by Weber) or to the libidinous chimeras arising as
aresult of the public’s search for the ideal type of the father, the mother,
or the sex partner in political representatives of power, with all the cor-
responding implications of such process of substitution?

To answer these questions, I believe, one should start with clari-
fying the ontological foundations of the actions by the leading social ac-
tors who enter into symbolic interaction when the process of legitimation
unfolds. Indeed, it is evident that their roles here are different. A funda-
mental characteristic of these foundations was described by Emanuel
Levinas who believed that the essential prerequisite for any government
is its capacity to influence the independent reality of human will while
facing the absolute resistance by the reality of an entirely different order.
Hence, there arises the need to influence the independent reality corre-
sponding to the will that emerges as the object of such governing [8].

However, the subdual of this independent reality to the subject of
governing is impossible without its proper adjustment — the action which
has, in my opinion, a mythological origin. Legitimation proceeds
through a rational assessment of a myth as well as through the ability to
maintain the myth as a basis for generating belief in the validity of the
govemed subject and his/her actions. In this case, we are dealing with
the projective function of imagination. During the process of legitima-
tion, the consciousness of the subdued individual makes a permanent
axiological choice that becomes fixed in such legitimizing staragems as
the divine origin of monarchical sovereignty, the inalienability of human
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rights, the principle of separation of powers, the chosenness of a nation,
etc. In its turn, the axiological choice first causes the appearance of
imaginary political institutions that later become the real and formal
ones which then proceed to enforce beliefs by creating the effect of evi-
dentiality. However, if, according to Levinas, the ontological ground of
the process of governing is the independent reality, then the ontological
ground of the actions by the governed subject is the desire to expand the
realm of security for individuals or social groups. At the same time, both
sides in this game of legitimation act accordingly to rationally-based,
even if mythological, thinking,.

Here — if one follows the Weberian types of rationality — it is nec-
essary to distinguish between the formal and material legitimacies. The
first is founded on the strength or effectiveness of the government and
its institutions, while the second is based on the publicly sanctioned val-
ues which are implemented by a power that has the reputation of being
legitimate. As a rule, philosophical discussions very rarely take into ac-
count even a possibility of such distinction. Instead, a dangerous confu-
sion is often made — namely, the identification of legitimacy with
legality. From this confusion, a number of myths are born, including the
one of the constitutionl state. Historically, there were a number of ex-
amples when adopting this myth led societies, countries and the world
in general to disastrous consequences — such as the collapse of Ger-
many’s Weimar Republic and the Nazis’ rise to power. It is known that
the latter took place within the legal framework provided by the Weimar
Constitution which gave the President an exclusive right to express con-
fidence in and to appoint the chancellor with no prior approval by the
parliamentary majority. This right made it possible for a series of machi-
nations aimed at influencing the opinion of the top military officials, in-
dustrialists, landowners and bankers who in turn persuaded President
Hindenburg to opt for Hitler. In fact, Hitler simply parasitized on the
manic devotion of the Weimar Republic’s social-democratic govern-
ments to legalistic procedures while relying on «the Germans’ dream of
synthesis» (R. Darendorf), their adoration of the Rechstsaat, and the cen-
turies-old legitimacy of the state as a sacralized value. The Nazi leader
believed that the Weimar Constitution is only a space for power struggle
rather than a goal, and — even less so — a sacrosanct national value. The
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legal takeover of the state institutions was regarded by Hitler as a means
to turn the National Socialist Party into a decisive power factor. Through
the acquisition of the constitutional right, the future dictator planned
a radical reshaping of the German political system [2, s. 250, s. 252,
s. 254-255]. For the first time in European history, the 1933 success of
Hitler revealed a fundamental vulnerability of representative democracy
which underscores the risks and dangers arising form with the cult of
legalistic procedures.

The acceptance/recognition of a symbolic offer — put forth either
by a leader or by an institution - is a key point in the process of any le-
gitimation. In addition, every aceptance/recognition is always associated
with the risks involved in human choice and with some element of fic-
tion. At issue here is the emergence of the symbolic order which founds
the functioning of social institutions, transforms the individual into the
determined social subject, and provides for the intangibility of the reality
and the social order. However, the symbolic order does not necessarily
envisage coherent acceptance of its principles. What can be the nature
of interpretation of such symbolic order? One of the most authoritative
answers to this question is Charles Taylor’s concept of the so-called
«policy of recognition.

What is actually a policy of recognition? In the context of Charles
Taylor’s works, a policy of recognition is essentially a consequence of
the transition from a hierarchical society to a society governed by the
principle of common/general citizenship as a regulative ideal. At the
same time, if one follows Taylor’s logic, the policy of recognition is
aimed at identifying and establishing our identity through dialogue.
However, in the light of Taylor’s theory, dialogue represents only one
kind of communicative action and exchange. Therefore, in this context,
recognition is a responsible and voluntary acceptance of an identification
proposition by one of the partners in dialogue.

This leaves unspecified the causes and motives of such recognition
as well as its stability and durability. Most of all, this applies to the po-
litical dimension in the recognition of identities and the status of political
actors. The problem is that dialogue does not represent an entirely volun-
tary exchange of values aimed exclusively at mutual understanding. Dia-
logue’s meaning is not exhausted by either the initiation of collective
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and separated significance or by the clash of interpretations. Dialogue
actually represents a rational form of a wide range of relationships, such
as those of communication as well as those of domination and those ari-
sing in the course of strategic action. This is why analyzing dialogue ex-
clusively from the viewpoint of its inner communicative rationality is
insufficient. Establishing dialogue is usually made possible through the
antagonism of participating strategies which is indicated by the pathos
of objections characteristic of any dialogue. Therefore, the question
arises as to the nature of the main incentive for recognition and eventual
legitimation of identification initiatives. In my view, this incentive is
represented by the primal asymmetry of dialogue as such. The nature of
this asymmetry lies in the ability to exercise power only in regard to free
subjects whose freedom provokes appealation and necessitates the need
for establishment of a social contract which makes it possible for asym-
metry to be maintained or modified .

The asymmetry in the relations of domination is embodied or, one
can say, crystallized in institutions. It is precisely institutions (the legal,
family, and cultural ones) that constitute the paradigmatic space within
which the relations of domination can be established. Undoubtedly, state
institutions play a decisive role here, as they reflect the continuity of
identification assemblages and the legal heritage of particular cultures.
For example, one can see how, despite the demonstrative institutionali-
zation of the US ethno-cultural minorities’ activities, the state institu-
tions still dominate in the country relying on the Anglo-Saxon tradition
of precedent law, the prior history of conquests and victories, and the
English language. It is hard for one to imagine that the ethnic and cul-
tural diversity in the US can undermine the foundations which support
the state institutions of this country.

Given the fact that the modern state increasingly consolidates its
control over relations of domination, ir would be more correct to refer
to what is called the politics of recognition as a strategy of governance.
Politics of recognition is unable to eliminate the ground for the deploy-
ment of antagonistic strategies because it is namely this ground that con-
stitutes the very core of political legitimacy.

At the same time, formation of legal safeguards against the ag-
gravation of antagonisms constitutes the leading narrative of modern
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Western democracies. This narrative clearly indicates the latent recog-
nition of the other as a free subject whose field of possibilities is struc-
tured and determined through justice by power actors who strive to shape
the subject’s desires, hopes and opinions.

Relations of domination in their concrete manifestations — even
when legitimated at the level of institutions — are not stable, On the other
hand, every communicative act, every appeal to the partner in dialogue
either supports these relations or undermines them. And every consensus
is fraught with turning into an escalation of coercion, just as every strate-
gic intent or coercion is rich in relations of domination. (In passing, we
can recall here that a strategy is usually defined as — a) a symbol for
one’s ways of achieving a given goal, b) the ratio between one’s actions
and those of one’s opponent in the struggle to gain the upper hand in the
game, and c) a symbol for the ways of depriving one’s opponent of the
means of resistance in a conflict situation in order to limit his/her ability
to continue the struggle). Power is fundamentally unable to stabilize it-
self through a consensus or political legitimacy — instead, it produces
knowledge, generates discourse and constitutes a symbolic space within
which determined and disciplined subjects are produced. (Foucault).
The above refers to the subjective normalization of individuals. At the
same time, the need for subjective normalization of individuals is moti-
vated by the recognition of the other as a free subject which leads to the
structuring and limiting of such subjects’ the capacity to independently
and reflectively define their own goals and aspirations. Thus, the subject
is asked to participate in a complex symbolic legitimational game that
transforms freedom into a condition of the exercise of power. (Foucault).

Apealing to history has been a common technique widely used in
the legitimational game and the rationalization of the imposed myth.
This is why the images of history outside the academic sphere always
appear as the images of power — one can recall here Walter Benjamin’s
famous adage that history is always the history of the winners. As a rule,
great historical narratives do not invite one to dialogue but rather impose
it on one drawing the individual into a vortex of identifications whose
function is to define a kind of ballistics of imagination. This is well il-
lustrated by battle for history that appears as a way of controlling the
continuity of imagined institutions through legitimization of the image
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of history serving as a way of legitimizing political power. The most
common strategy, the aim of which is to legitimaze the image of history,
is aggrandizing the winners in the collective memory. Every winner is
customarily presented as the example of a successful ruler who always
has a blank check for controlling the historical process through a system
of options. The winner always creates a privileged history. In this way,
the basis is created for the establishment of the institutional system and
the symbolic order by the re-enactment of strategic symbols of history
that can include personalities, events, signs, and images. For example,
it is difficult to imagine the content of the post-Soviet Ukraine’s sym-
bolic representations without such figures as Bohdan Khmelnitsky, Ivan
Masepa, Simon Petlyura, Stepan Bandera, and Nestor Makhno as well
as without such extraordinary events of the national history as the pro-
nouncement of the Fourth Universal, the Day of unification between
WUPR and UPR, the 1991 Declaration of independence, the Orange
revolution, etc.

The same applies to Russia’ restorational programs. For example,
during the last sixty years, at least two restorations of the Russian em-
pire’s public image occured. During the World War II, Stalin introduced
military decorations named after such czarist generals as Kutuzov and
Suvorov.

Since Putin came to power, the restoration of the «imaginary em-
pire» had become part of the official Russian identity politics serving as
a legitimational model during presidential elections. Suffice it to recall
Anatoly Chubais, the then head of RAO Gazprom, who called the mo-
dern Russia a great liberal empire. In this instance, one should pay at-
tention to the role played in the phrase by the word «liberal». It was
precisely this word that served as a legitimational message addressed to
«liberal» community who had to be won over by the «neo-imperialisby
Putin in whose team Chubais served as one of the leading managers. Si-
multaneously, this served as a signal to the West that Russia remained
committed to its strategic choice for capitalism made in 1992. The appeal
of Chubais essentially became part of a larger restoration program im-
plemented through coercion to history which was always characteristic
of mobilizational ideologies, especially in the times of crises. Thus, in
1940, when Nazi Germany occupied half of France, Charles de Gaulle
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delivered his famous London radio address urging the French people to
revert to the values of the «eternal France».

Of course, the legitimational game never ends. On the one hand,
relations of domination tend to the irreplaceability of the symbolic rea-
lity and the social hierarchy. On the other hand, a fundamentally free
subject always serves as a pillar for any legitimational structures of
power. The habituation of the subject’s actions can never be so ideal as
to rely on the technologies of surveillance and domination as the only
instruments against a radical revision of symbolic codes. This condition
can be defined as ironic determination of the subject. The game as such
contains coercion, because it implies the acceptance of certain rules.
Therefore, the game also contains the potential for violence which can
be realized either by changing the rules or by violating them in order to
preserve the advantage and initiative. Given this, maxim of will appears
as tyranny to the subject of power, to the one who governs, and as anar-
chy — to the one who is governed. In the process of their interaction, the
will to power, or, in Johan Huizinga’s terminology, the «agonal instinct»
of Homo Ludens, is manifested. Deploying his «game-like» concept of
culture historically, the Dutch theorist noted the degeneration of political
life down to «unprecedented extremes of violence and dangem, to the
transformation of the principle pacta sunt servanda (agreements must be
observed) into the principle of pacta non sunt servanda (agreements
should not be observed), which inevitably leads to social involution, as
well as to the transition of society to the level of an archaic culture and
to its immersion in the primitive agonal sphere [7, s. 113, 5. 120, s. 235].
The brawls in the Ukrainian Parliament during the key moments of the
adoption of legislative acts clearly serve as the examples of such degene-
ration bearing all the signs of brutal tampering with the legitimatio-
nal game.

In modem times, ideology became the favorite instrument for the
subject of power. Above all, ideology appears as an articulation of sym-
bolic coercion essentially reviving the religious argument in the process
of political legitimation of violence.

The twentieth century’s history featured the deployment of two
types of ideologies — the ideologies which were an integral part of demo-
cratic discourse and based on democratic values (freedom of speech,
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freedom of assembly, universal suffrage, independent legal system, etc.)
and the aggressive ideologies which were based on sacralization of racial
and class narratives. The adherents of the aggressive ideologies tend to
parasitize on democratic procedures (the political practice of National
Socialism) or imitate them (the political practice of Bolshevism). In the
former case, democratic proceduralism served as a mandatory tool for
obtaining power, while in the latter case, it served as a propagandistic
tool for a system of totalitarian governing. However, in each of these
cases, legitimation is established both at the level of masses’ acceptance
of the functioning of the established political institutions and the system
of governance and at the level of recognition of the appropriateness of
their existence by a privileged group of rulers headed by a supreme
leader. In terms of political legitimation, the system of governing in Nazi
Germany tended to use the nomocratic principle which involved imple-
mentation of ideological programs in strict accordance with the law, with
the traditions of Rechtstaat!. However, in the Soviet Union, for the sake
of ideological expediency or in the interests of the party bureaucracy,
governing could be exercised by imitating the rule of law, violating the
declared rights of citizens, taking hostages, using torture to obtain de-
fendants’ confessions as well as by persecuting political opponents (dis-
sidents) through the use of the criminal justice system and by public
imitation of democracy in general.

HNNNNevertheless, the possibility of dictatorship is originally
implicit in the procedures of democratic legitimation themselves. This
refers to the way of adopting political decisions through the mechanism
of the majority which has always been identified with the procedure of
consensus (Pierre Rosanvallon). The danger of the majority as an insti-
tution for adopting decisions has been in the focus of theoretical debates
since the early nineteenth century. Alexis de Tocqueville compared the
tyranny of the majority to the French absolutism. Tocqueville even be-
lieved that republican despotism — as a likely consequence of govern-
ment centralization and the tyranny of the majority — could outperform
any European absolute monarchy in its intolerance. Noting the risks of
democratic regimes slippage into the tyranny of the majority, Toc-
queville gladly quoted the musings of Thomas Jefferson, who was, in
his opinion, one of the most powerful apostles of democracy. Let us,
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too, make use of a fragment of the citations: «If a society would exist
where the most powerful party was able to gather easily their forces to
crush the weakest party, one could assume that, in such a society, anarchy
reigns freely — just as it does in the state of nature where the weakest in-
dividual has no defence against the largest violence...» [12, s. 389]. Anar-
chy and calls for the use of violence (physical force) are products of
majoritarian despotism — such is Tocqueville’s conclusion from the theo-
retical and political experience of the founding fathers and from his own
sociopolitical observations of the development of American democracy.

Decision-making by the majority explicitly indicates the coercive
nature of this generally recognized democratic mechanism. In all situa-
tions, where it operates, there remains the threat of abuse of procedure
as well as the threat of turning the mechanism into a machine for voting.
The social acceptance as to the recognition of the right of the majority
as an institutional solution to conflicts has remained suspended throug-
hout the history of this right’s existence. This «by default» consent thus
legalizes procedurally limited coercion. Despite the lack of a clear al-
ternative, the majority’s right in the process of adopting political deci-
sions remains one of the major risks in democratic governance.
According to Rosanvallon, In particular, the identification of the major-
ity’s decisions with the requirements of general interest leads to the iden-
tification of a particular regime’s nature with the terms of its founda-
tion [11, s. 12].

For example, starting from 2010 the already obvious tendency of
Yanukovych regime’s towards authoritarianism is considered legitimate
on the grounds that its establishment is associated with the democratic
procedural ritual. However, in post-Soviet Ukraine, legitimation loses
all its meaning as an institutional regulator of coercion. In fact, the very
system of democratic procedures is a kind of virtual reality that arose
on the ruins of a grandiose simulacrum. It is worth recalling the Soviet
practice of imitation involving «free» elections of one candidate, unani-
mous adoptions of decisions dictated by the party-bureaucratic elite, etc.
The post-Soviet period of solidification of political institutions in
Ukraine evidenced a renaissance of both the simulational standard and
the coercive methods that were characteristic of the totalitarian state. In
this respect, the institution of the President is the most conspicuous one,
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as the President essentially recreates the ways of governing practiced
earlier by the Politburo headed by the Secretary General. We are dealing
here with a kind of constitutional monarchy — but the one without the
right to hereditary transfer of the presidency. The President acts in the
public sphere through the mechanisms of advertised intimidation of his
subordinates. Such sessions of intimidating pedagogy by way of a «pa-
rent bashing» repeatedly turn into the legitimation of a strong and strict
leader. However, the verbal warning symbolizing a strict but fair super-
visor is addressed primarily to the public, since there is usually no need
to resort to the mass media to implement personnel changes. This prac-
tice is completely in line with the strategy of governing in the post-So-
viet Ukraine representing the main feature of what the Yale scholar Keith
Darden identified as the «Blackmail state». This refers to the promotion
of corruption and crime through the use of imperfect and confused leg-
islation that provides those in power with the levers of guaranteed sur-
veillance over the citizens. In fact, blackmail has assumed the role
played in totalitarian practices by the comprehensive and constantly or-
chestrated suspicion of the Soviet citizens in violating ideological taboos
whose interpretation was the exclusive right belonging only to the party
functionaries. The Blackmail state also exploits the human capacity for
self-coercion and operates outside the realm real justice by expanding
the realm of unjustice (unrecht) which — if one follows Hegel here —
refers to the phenomenon’s movement towards its likeness [6, s. 138].
In this case, likeness represents a simulacrum of justice that presupposes
the social subject’s orientation towards a certain type of perception, ac-
ceptance, and political sanctioning of the likeness or, in other words, its
legitimation.

As was already mentioned, imagined institutions, including the
democratic ones, constitute an important part of the process of political
legitimation. Democratic institutions are neither born spontaneously as
a logical consequence of contemplation and reflection nor do they appear
as an epiphenomenon of the political system. Instead, they are estab-
lished historically, by being created on the basis of freedoms won in
struggle. Only when gained and retained freedoms and rights are orga-
nizationally consolidated on the foundation of collective autonomy (such
as the freedoms of guilds and religious communities during the rise of
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Protestantism), reverse coercion, i.e., resistance to ruling elites, becomes
possible. Political legitimation is implemented through the balance of
power and the threat of coercion coming both from the police — repre-
senting those in power — and from the rebels representing the society’s
organized communities.

In this respect, today’s «war of statistics», or the war of the figures
provided by media reports on the protests, can be very indicative. As a
rule, in every report generated from within the law enforcement, the
figures given appear too low, while the reports coming from the protests’
organizers habitually contain inflated figures. This is why the multi-
thousand rallies in the days of the Orange Revolution was none else but
an explosion of Ukrainian society’s legitimational potential and the rea-
lization of the well-known right to uprising considered by Jean-Jasque
Russeau the cornerstone of the social contract. It was the latent threat of
large-scale riots and mass protests rather than quasi-religious ritualism
of the shamans of procedural democracy or the moralistic invectives
aired by today’s opposition politicians during political talk show that di-
rected the course of the meetings of the Ukrainian Supreme Court and
decisive legitimated the progress of the second round of the presidential
elections in early 2005.

It was the legitmational conflicts and vicissitudes of the 2004 up-
rising type tht had played the role of a democratic paideia, or democratic
education of the individual, which, according to Cornelius Castoriadis,
is not anything similar to the growing of plants but which is something
that should consitute the central object of political concern [5, 234]. At
the same time, the restoration turn in Ukraine has convincingly con-
firmed Castoriadis’s insight that any attempts to separate the «positive»
right from fundamental values, or the beliefs that history would readily
produce the individuals capable of forcing the democratic mechanism
to function, are completely illusory. Legitimative justification of the
elections winner’s tyranny and, eventually, the recognition of the ma-
jority’s tyranny are only simplified by the «positive» law and democratic
procedure rhetorically magnified outside the context of permanent social
conflict and struggle and outside critical evaluation of fundamental va-
lues professed by political actors.

However, the following question naturally arises — how can demo-
cratic paideia be possible in the conditions of the rising tide of insignifi-
cancy (Castoriadis), when the clear connection with the electoral
procedure, the text of legislative acts and the practices of governance
disappears? In my view, the mere presence of formal political institutions
holds significant educational potential. One can also mention legitima-
tional inertia of the institutions which fuctions through the presence in
individuals’ minds of the authentic, normative and ideal sense of such
notions as parliament, electoral law, popular sovereignty, political plu-
ralism, separation of powers, etc. Notwithstanding the distinct simulative
component in the practical functioning of political institutions in the
post-Soviet society, the very fact of their existence necessitated the prin-
ciples of communicative action and a possibility of understanding be-
tween the conflicting parties. On the one hand, the democratic ritual and
procedures serving only for conscious concealment of political inten-
tions constitute is an instrument of discursive violence, a kind of battle
simulacrum. On the other hand, however, they are an integral part of all
modem republican regimes.

It is clear that democratic paideia does not automatically guarantee
—not even in the distant future — consolidation of democracy. Like every
other game (let us recall that, among many other meanings, the word
paideia meant a game, or pastime, in ancient Greece), it contains the
elements of tension, uncertainty and risk. Moreover, given the fact that
the increasing simulation and decline of signification begins to cover
not only the realm of political action proper but more and more areas of
human activity in general, the threat of loss of connection between the
signifier and signified can turn into a total devaluation of society’s net-
work of institutions. First, the devaluation is likely to affect the system
of secondary and higher education and eventually to completely neu-
tralize the ground which feeds democratic education and formulates the
rules of the democratic legitimation. We are witnessing an unprece-
dented banalization and even sacralization of falsifications (namely, nu-
merous scandals with counterfeit diplomas, plagiarism, «dead souls»
voting in the Verkhovna Rada, etc.). Fraud becomes synonymous with
special courage, the one of defiance and immorality, and is established
as a fundamental value of imitative democracy while political represen-
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tation, according to Jean Baudrillard, turns into a dialectical fiction con-
cealing a mortal battle [1, s. 116].

Today’s electoral quasi-sociology plays a significant role as a
power factor in the process of political legitimation. Parazitizing on the
authoritativeness of the sociology as a science, the propaganda machines
of ruling parties have become a weapon of «gentle» terror. One can even
talk here about legitimational programming of individuals’ minds thro-
ugh digital manipulation. Essentially, methodologies conscrated/sancti-
fied by the advances of theoretical sociology and social psychology have
become used as the qualification certificates for fraudulent legitimization
of political interests through the endless «blah-blah-blah» of court poli-
tical analysts, which has become an integral part of political marketing.

In his pioneering article «Public Opinion Does Not Exist», Pierre
Bourdieu drew attention to the effects created by the imposition of poll
problematics in the interests of political parties, which primarily affects
the meaning of the answers and the importance given to the publication
of poll results. However, the main effect manifests itself by concealing
the real balance of political powers by means of discursive coercion.
Bourdieu convincingly argues that «the opinon poll is, at present time,
an instrument of political action; its most important function is perhaps
to impose the illusion that a public opinion exists, and that it is simply
the sum of a number of individual opinions. It imposes the idea for in-
stance that in any given assembly of people there can be found a public
opinion, which would be something like the average of all the opinions
or the average opinion...he politician who yesterday said ‘God is on our
side’ today says ‘Public opinion is on our side’» [4, s. 163]. Sociological
data, which is extremely distorted as a result of surveys’ processing, be-
comes sacralized and its dissemination by various centers of different
political orientation (most notably, during TV talk shows) sometimes
even turn into the chivalry tournaments of fighting for «His Majesty the
Prevailing Ratey. Thus, pseudo knowledge, which is constituted by com-
bining different discourses in the realm of doxa, that is, in the realm of
common beliefs, is used for legitimizing the existing hierarchical and
bureaucratic structure of power. Quasi-sociology attempts to move the
realm of doxa into the frame work of an episteme that appears as the as-
semblage of power and knowledge.
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Let us not forget, however, that, in the process of interaction bet-
ween populace and those in power (mentioned at the beginning of theis
article), there alwys exist the independent reality which is opposed to
both ideological (in the conditions of totalitarianism) and contemporary
(in the conditions of established authoritarianism) quasi-sociological
programming of consciousness. Just as scientific communism para-
sitized on the authority of scientific knowledge as such.

This is why coercion inherent in any particular legitimational
model based on some rationality remains insufficient. Instrumental and
focused terror remains a necessary addition to legitimational procedures,
including the falsified ones, in the regimes of «imitational» of democ-
racy or electoral authoritarianism. This terror functions through a system
of controlled judiciary, police, and agencies of political surveillance.

Terror provides an absolute guarantee for the efficiency of lagiti-
mationl game played according to the rules imposed by the coryphaeus
(in the sense of the leading figure of Plato's dialogue). In of his works,
Luhmann pointed to the cases in which unsuccessful socialization and
deviation from the «preset» mode of action results in the need for the
use of special control methods (namely, brutal force). This primarily
refers to the conditions under which institutions are detached from the
social reality that created these institutions [3, s.104]. However, there
are sufficient reasons to assume that, just as institualization, the legiti-
mational process itself is a way of curbing the fundamentally indepen-
dent reality of different and alien violence transformed by its (own?)
form. One of the most telling features of the transformed form of vio-
lence can be sen in the obligatory address «Your Honom» to the head of
any court through which the requirement of voluntary reverence for the
authority of the institution manifests itself in personalized subdual ser-
ving as part of legitimational coercion.

Beginning from the 1930s, political prophetism and verbal magic
became distinguishing features of legitimational strategies. After all,
thinking about the future usually brings anxiety and fear into one’s imgi-
nation. This feature has been preserved obtaining a key status in today’
electoral technologies. Let us recall the yuletide gift-like predictions
made during the last presidential elections in Ukraine, such as «Prisons
for bandits!», «The rich will share with the poor!», «Because...», «I will
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hear everyone!». Charachteristically, the more intimately a prediction
sounds and the more invectives, blame, and imaginary enemy exposure
it contains, the more significant the result of legitimational manipulation
can be. The promise and threat go hand in hand in prophesies responding
as they do to the questions of psyche.

The effectiveness of political legitimation is also achieved because
of individuals’ willingness to buckpass to another their own feeling of
anxiety constituted by various phobias, ressentiments and lust for power.
The individual projects onto the world promised by the candidates
his/her dreams about a kingdom of justice where ressentiment and un-
bridled envy are vent in the full impunity for violations of taboos or in
the punishment of «the subject/object of their envy». Whereas in the de-
veloped democracies, one of the cornerstones of legitimational process
is the cult of the succeful political manager, in post-totalitarian regimes,
the cult of the strict and attentive master plays an important role. It is
precisely with the image of a strict and attentive master-adept that the
idea of order (i.e., the imagined equivalent of tranquility). This happens
because order represented by the candidate serves the role of a prosthe-
sis, or a presupposed system of social behavior, for the disadvantaged
individual who is under pressure of the necessity of thinking and making
daily decisions. Instead, chaos and confusion are inevitably associated
by the post-totalitarian individual with permanent conflict of interest,
and thus with the democratic practices of resolving these conflicts at the
institutional level. This results is his/her negative attitude to the principle
of separation of powers which in turn defines the general political culture
of the post-totalitarian society leading to totalization of the governmental
sphere, attraction to the various models of the vertical power, and rein-
carnation of force component of legitimational process in the form of
political terror.

To a large extent, a distrust of the procedures and practices of
democratic legitimation is also a product of the historical memory of the
post-communist individual. In fact, in the Soviet Union, there were two
systems of law — the formal and the informal one. Legal ritual was fol-
lowed only to the extent considered necessary by the party leaders. Thus,
paradoxically, we are dealing in this case not with the actual functionali-
ty of the law itself but with the relative independence of the legal «for-
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malism, or symbolism» (Cornelius Castoriadis) in the service of the po-
litical expediency of governing. The fact that, in the process of deploy-
ment of political practices, the law is not considered as an authentic
value and the reproduction of imitative ritual as the only legitimational
basis is continued leads to the glorification of force in the process of so-
cial communication and to a political dialogue dominated by the dis-
course of war with its customary insults, ridicule, and articulated disdain
or even hatred towards the opponents.

The political experience of existing in the conditions of imitational
democracy gives birth to a false understanding of the nature of the in-
ternational institutions and their legitimational role as well as to a false
identification of that experience with the experience of countries living
in the classic democratic regimes. All this makes international dialogue
extremely difficult, which is well illustrated by Ukraine's suspended
European integration. This identification provides ground to the conclu-
sions whereby legitimation becomes limited exclusively to PR technolo-
gies and manipulation of consciousness — for example, to informing the
public about the results of government policies, to the application of
laws and and holding of elections, to selective observance of constitu-
tional norms, and so on. In all splendor, there appears the danger of
anomie as the generally accepted standard of social behavior which is
totally unacceptable in modern Western democracies. The more so be-
cause the very project of a united Europe is based on the fundamental
values developed the often dramatic and centuries-long history of the
establishment of modern institutions. Above all, this refers to the fun-
damental human rights.

The correlation between legitimation and violence, which ap-
peared in the process of deployment of post-Soviet political practices in
modern Ukraine, clearly confirms the notion of the transhistorical nature
of social and political structures formulated by Karl Marx in his «Eigh-
teenth Brumaire of Louis Napoleon». The socio-political structure is
consolidated by relying on the legitimational standard and the symboli-
zed and sanctioned ways of reconciliation with the existing political
regime which even revolutionary vicissitudes fail to neutralize. Howe-
ver, the change of language drapery considered by Marx only as a way
of changing the representation of social structures may in fact become
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one of the turning points during their historical transformations. It turns
out that linguistic innovation, even as a revival of vocabulary from age-
old epochs, plants «genetic» and irreversible changes in the social imagi-
nary — and the more radical such innovation is, the greater opportunities
for transformations are instilled in the functioning of a social institution.

After the lawyers used the definition of an enemy of the people
during the trial of Louis XVI, which ended with death sentence to the
French king, the notion of the divine origin of royal sovereignty was
buried forever, although the definition itself was taken from the Legal
dictionary of ancient Romans. In his famous speech during the session
of the National Convention on December 3, 1792, Robespierre dissemi-
nated the ideas of the new law turning upside down the legal casuistry
and traditions of monarchical justice. Since then, properly physical vio-
lence becomes a means of legitimizing the French Republic and the
values of revolutionary changes. In this case, the form and essence of
legitimation became the same. Even today, the above speech remains an
unsurpassed example of the rhetorical art and ruthless legitimational
game. The speech’s motto was driven by the desire to place the King
not only outside the law but also outside justice. Robespierre demanded
that the Convention proclaim Louis XVI a traitor to the French nation
and a criminal against humanity. Courts and judicial procedures, as
Robespierre argued, existed only for the citizens (membres de la cite):
«Because the nation was forced to resort to the right to revolt, it entered
the natural state in respect to the tyrant ... The effects of tyranny and re-
bellion represent the mutual constituting of the state of war. Peoples do
not judge as juridical entities; they assign no significance to maxims —
instead, they cast bolts of lightning; they do not condemn kings — in-
stead, they plunge them into nothing». Robespierre correlates revolu-
tionary legitimacy with the justice of the mind supported by political
power [9]. Therefore, Hobbes’s natural state and the ability to prevent
others from achieving their goals, or a war of all against all, appear as a
necessary precondition for revolutionary legitimation and the recovery
of the voided social contract. It was this speech that created the linguistic
matrix and the legal jargon for the Jacobinian terror radically changing
the French political imaginary. According to Richard Rorty, it was pre-
cisely the French Revolution that inaugurated the epoch in which a lin-
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guistic innovation as an instrument of political domination began to play
a decisive historical role [10].

Certainly, the abovementioned «decline of signification, or a kind
of semantic implosion of words that blossomed so much in the period
of manipulative political technologies, essentially blocks the linguistic
innovation strengthening the suspicion towards verbal propositions of
political actors. However, the «credit history» of the established mea-
nings of this or that idea affects significantly the upheavals in imagined
institutions. Today, it is almost impossible to weaken — at least within
the confines of the Christian civilization — such concepts as democracy,
freedom of speech, human rights, opposition rights, and free elections
to the extent as to permanently erase them from the vocabulary of even
those regimes that are authoritarian. The fact is that political interaction
can only be made possible through the process of symbolic representa-
tion of action, which is well illustrated by the examples of international
legitimation of contemporary authoritarian regimes and dictatorships.
Despite their terrorist nature, these regimes are forced to legalize their
actions in the space of the dominant political discourse of Western coun-
tries whose legal institutions are safely protected by their military might
and the efficiency of their advanced models of market economy. There-
fore, it is precisely the strength of the Western countries that serves as a
decisive impetus for legitimational maneuvers in the implementation of
foreign policy. This often reveals a fundamental incompatibility between
the demonstrational imitation of democratic procedures by authoritarian
regimes, with their «institutionalized duplicity» (C. Castoriadis) and the
values of democratic regimes, beyond which it is difficult to imagine
the functioning of the West’s political institutions. The fact that the Wes-
tern countries still might resort to methods of realpolitik does not neces-
sarily mean that, being guided only by geopolitical rationality, they are
ready to abandon the system of democratic values that form the coherent
social and political institutional network of modern developed societies
which was historically established through development and endurance.
Despite the recessionary trends, this network remains the cornerstone
of Western democratic societies relying on a political culture that has its
own heroes, myths and sacred symbols. And every sacred symbol is fun-
damentally a strategic symbol, too.
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The inefficiency of the propaganda strategies resorted to by the
contemporary authoritarian (Belarus type) or the semi-authoritarian
(Russia, Ukraine type) regimes in their foreign policy are the results of
their illusions concerning the European understanding of the nature of
the political. This is caused by the centuries-long lack of institutional
experience in the European practices of governance originating from the
principles of functioning of the Greek polis and from the standards of
political behavior established by the practices based on the Roman law.

Nevertheless, such illusions do not belong exclusively to the rep-
resentatives of the power establishment. In post-Soviet Ukraine, the un-
derstanding of politics as a simulational ritual as a way of payment for
the implementation of one’s selfish private interests is widely practiced
at all levels of common social consciousness. However, the most dan-
gerous product of devaluation of the political was represented by the
pseudo-stoic technology of «against all» during the 2009-2010 presi-
dential race. In the context of discreditation of political participation
(such slogans as «all politicians are the same», «the issue is too politi-
cized», «the terrible, the unfortunate and the political» represented the
jargon of this descreditation engrained into the mass consciousness), it
became possible to suspend the core values of democracy that barely
began to establish themselves after decades of preudo-politics of totali-
tarian governance. The manipulative technology of «against all» became
possible only on the social ground ravished by the practices of the totali-
tarian society in which the individual’s atomization reached its apex and
in which the emancipation of the individual was erroneously identified
with the emancipation from society.

Essentially, by promoting an escape into the private, by praising
the idea of «the spiritual independence of intellectualsy, this technology
managed to turn the classical Greek «idiot» (i.e., an individual who, con-
sciously or not, disengages him/herself from the aggairs of the polis
through the non-recognition of the supremacy of political principle) into
a cultural hero who became the embodiment of the highest moral virtues.
The further developments in Ukraine clearly showed the harmfulness of
ethical approach to political legitimation, since, the conditions of diffi-
cult choice, there appeared a complete relativity of Good and Evil and
a fundamental impossibility of ethical universals. The guise of media-
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imposed system of values concealed the social, economic and political
interests of the corporately consolidated quisi-elite.

As a result, the basic democratic freedoms, most of all, the free-
doms of speech and assembly, became quickly endangered. In a broad
sense, this case revealed, firstly, the symptoms of infra-power in any
transcendental justification of lefitimational strategies, and, secondly,
the fact that, in today’s world, where human habits and ethos are establi-
shed mainly in the basis of simulacra, the spreading of imitational stereo-
types of political behavior and the transcendental argument become an
instrument of discursive terror and manipulation of consciousness.

The nature of the political and the nature of political legitimation
manifests itself primarily in the use of institutionalized action of power
implemented through restriction and self-restriction. Denial of the su-
premacy of political principle in regard to the private sphere of the
individual, devaluation of the values of democracy’s institutional expe-
rience, and discreditation of the political all result in a massive spread
of anomie and, eventually, in the restoration of the natural state. Under
these conditions, the idols of intimidation, blackmail, deception, provo-
cation and pretentious care come back to life.

The nature of the political legitimation manifests itself primarily
through the institutions and thus through selflimiting power. But the
negative institutional experience of democracy, domination of virtual
and informal institutions caused the massive spread of anomie and
eventually the animation of natural state. Under these circumstances,
the idols of intimidation, blackmail, deception, provocation and osten-
tatious care come alive.

Oleg Bilyi. Legitimacy: Communication and Violence.

The article deals with the role of violence in practices of legitimation.
The author proceeds on an assumption that communication and social dia-
logue actually represent a rational form of a wide range of relationships,
such as those of communication as well as those of domination and those
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arising in the course of strategic action. This is why analyzing dialogue ex-
clusively from the viewpoint of its inner communicative in rationality is in-
sufficient. Establishing dialogue is usually made possible through the
antagonism of participating strategies which is indicated by the pathos of
objections characteristic of any dialogue. The asymmetry in the relations
of domination is embodied or, one can say, crystallized in institutions. It is
precisely institutions (the legal, family, and cultural ones) that constitute
the paradigmatic space within which the relations of domination can be es-
tablished. Undoubtedly, state institutions play a decisive role here, as they
reflect the continuity of identification assemblages and the legal heritage
of particular cultures. Given the fact that the modern state increasingly con-
solidates its control over relations of domination, it would be more correct
to refer to what is called the politics of recognition as a strategy of gover-
nance. Politics of recognition is unable to eliminate the ground for the de-
ployment of antagonistic strategies because it is namely this ground that
constitutes the very core of political legitimacy. The legitimational game
never ends. On the one hand, relations of domination tend to the irreplacea-
bility of the symbolic reality and the social hierarchy. On the other hand, a
fundamentally free subject always serves as a pillar for any legitimational
structures of power. The habituation of the subject’s actions can never be
so ideal as to rely on the technologies of surveillance and domination as the
only instruments against a radical revision of symbolic codes. The game as
such contains coercion, because it implies the acceptance of certain rules.
In modern times, ideology became the favorite instrument for the subject
of power. Above all, ideology appears as an articulation of symbolic coer-
cion essentially reviving the religious argument in the process of political
legitimation of violence.

Eugene Andros. Department of Philosophical Anthropology: Con-
ceptual Principles of Work and Distant Life.

The article is devoted to the history of the formation and the ideological
principles of philosophical anthropology department of the Institute of Phi-
losophy named by Grygory Skovoroda of NAS of Ukraine. The department
was created in summer of 1968 as a department of dialectical materialism,

and from November 1991 — gained a title according to its content. V.P. Ivanov,
O.I. Yatsenko, M.Yu. Bulatov came to the Department from their docent
workplaces in universities, the rest of the staff graduated from Philosophy
Faculty of Kyiv National University named after Taras Shevchenko. Depart-
ment of philosophical anthropology initially was focused by V. Shynkaruk
(founder and head of the department over 33 years) on reflections on the
problems of human, its life and ontological foundations of human existence,
value and ideological orientations of a person. This study dealt with the philo-
sophical and anthropological knowledge especially in terms of its specific
character as a form of self-determination of the human in the world. This is
the essence of Ukrainian anthropological turn in philosophy of the twentieth
century. Adequate awareness of the issue of human existence is possible only
on the basis of answers to the question of being and, therefore, the dialectic
of being and nothingness and the world itself. There is the question of types
of reality, but there’s also the issue of being in general as a way of human
existence and the question of dasein. Thus, the definition of philosophical
and anthropological knowledge — just as a way of self-determination of the
human in the world — opened unprecedented opportunities to prove philo-
sophical knowledge as the basis of independent, critical and self-critical
human personal position, critical consciousness and identity rights. This, in
turn, was the basis for the denial of authoritarianism and totalitarianism and
the formation of humanistic position in the late difficult times — age of «stag-
nation». At the same time appeared understanding of the new thematic layers:
essence and existence, essential and existential parameters of human exis-
tence, the interrelation of anthropocultural and socio-cultural, socio-historical
content of a number of key philosophical categories. Also the positive and
negative options of anthropocultural and the problem of freedom in the con-
text of the realities of the XXI century were analyzed. Since 1995 the depart-
ment also conducts annual philosophical-anthropological reading.

The article is dedicated to research modern and postmodern’s images
of men. The study aims to dwell the anthropological turn in connection with
anti-personalist trend at the contemporary philosophy. It is demonstrated
the interpretation of man within the modern science as some mechanical
machines are somewhat superficial and simplistic, because we owe Modern
those ideas that look very attractive today. However incorrect to interpret
the idea of «death of man» as the focus of the image of a postmodern man.
Rather, the idea is a kind of intellectual provocation modern idea of «one-
dimensional man» and a logical bridge to comprehend the diversity and
wealth of real world person. It should be noted a certain evolution and image
rights in the postmodern era. If earlier it was inherent versions outright
shocking, then later, more moderate and balanced versions of eschatological
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motifs «death of many, «the end of history», «death of the author» sound
muffled and gradually become an anachronism. How comparable is the
modern and post-modern image of man? Can they complement each other?
Which one is more attractive? Is it possible some of their synthesis in order

to have a holistic view of the historical development of man - time will tell.
The further prospects of the study are related to the real challenges and
threats facing the 21st century man. Depending on how successful the an-
swers are, the personalist or anti-personalist trend of philosophizing will
intensify.

Galina Kovadlo. Features of «internal sociality» and moral con-
sciousness.

The author of the article emphasizes that the sphere of the uncon-
scious is the sphere of transpersonal, social, internal experience. It is not
exclusively a negative sphere that is opposed to the individual, conscious
and «positive» experience of a person, but is a sphere of collective positive
experience. The latter is undoubtedly the abysmal and meonic freedom and
outraged arbitrariness, archetypal aggression and intolerance, archetypal
fear (in general, towards the Stranger), but also the archetype of warm fee-
lings towards the Other, the archetype of tolerance and love towards the
Stranger. Itis feeling of love, according to the author, that can also manifest
archetypically — as an internal transpersonal phenomenon of our mental
sphere, which is acting without our consent and awareness. «Internal so-
ciality» as «internal transpersonality» is manifested in the automatism of
human actions. It is the «good» that person can do it not only because he
has perceived it as the «good», but automatically, and therefore instinctively,
just as instinctively the person can dismiss the «evily itself.
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So to say, «internal sociality», opening «light gap» into the world of
the unconscious and archetypes, into the world of «empty forms», where
we see the presence of «dynamic ideal relationships» that represent our
inner experience as «some cycle of meanings», now opens to us «light gaps»
into the world of «unconditional», universal, collective, as well as Absolute
and Divine knowledge. The author notes out that in our time beside the
processes of increasing distance of the divine from the outside world, there
are processes of its rooting in the world internal, in the depths of the human
psychical life. Knowledge of good and evil, the Absolute and the «moral
law», which are the knowledge immanent in every human personality, are
«unconditional» for human. Human consciousness synthesizes a priori
knowledge together with the knowledge of human intelligence, compre-
hending the world as a world of human, as a sphere of creation and a sphere
of constant moral and ethical self-perfection. «Entering into the sphere of
consciousnessy is, in fact, entering into the sphere of human creation, this
is the sphere «where is created a humany, this is «conscious and uncon-
sciousy, this is «light and shadow of human» and «it is respecting to this
sphere that it is worthy to speak of God, who is a symbol of things which
there are in the world», and exists without our consent or permission, is
«something» that exists and reproduces itself in the human himself, in
its states, for at every next moment a human is no longer the one it was
before.

Hennadiy Shalashenko. The modern request for humanity: a bur-
densome pathos or an urgent need for survival.

The high rate of unfolding of historically significant events in the
territory of our Fatherland has in recent years inevitably led to a rapid
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increase in the attention of philosophical reflection to one of the
fundamental dimensions of the world of human being, to the dominant of
doubt and the request of man for his own self-determination. We are faced
with the urgent need to harmonize all forms of practical reasoning, from
the pragmatic to the moral ~ to find them a «common denominator,
indispensable to current practice.

The nature of man can gffer him such historical situations that elevate
him to the maximum of personal status, in which the salvation of life lies
solely through the preservation of dignity, and the avoidance of such a
choice would doom man to a meaningless and ultimately unbearable
existence in the status of a not free being. However, it is important to note
that man is not doomed to such a choice — he has a purely propositional
Status, that is, the nature of man allows us to outline certain conditions for
human dignity and special human status in the world. Thus, the formula of
the «a man is condemned to freedom» has the latent potential of idealistic
resignation, and the presence of «anti-possibility» in inexhaustible human
nature has the positive meaning, as a guarantee that a person's request about
himself remained without a definitive, comprehensive answer.

This position of man in the world, not least connected with the con-
tinuous nature of the origin of the social personality, in the end, from organic
principles, actualizes the problem of special relations of philosophical an-
thropology with both social theory and information technology and cogni-
tive neurological sciences, which transformed the mental and social
phenomena in the subject of natural science explanatory research and put
forward certain cognitive claims.

Key words: human nature, humanity, dignity, freedom, selfdeter-
mination, opportunities, propositional status.
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IS THE PHILOSOPHY OF SCIENCE A SCIENCE?
FROM A VIEW OF THE UKRAINIAN PHILOSOPHER OF
SCIENCE

Introduction

At one of the sessions of the Academic Council of the G.S. Sko-
voroda Institute of Philosophy of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine (NASU), Yevgeny Bystritsky, the former long-standing Execu-
tive Director of the Ukrainian Fond «Renaissance» (sponsored by the
famous philanthropist G. Soros) and the acting Head of the Department
of Philosophy of Culture, Ethics and Aesthetics, had suggested to discuss
the question «What is philosophy?»

As a working hypothesis, he stated that philosophy is an intellec-
tual activity that occupies an intermediate (in between) position between
science and theology. Is it so? Concerning Ukrainian context, it should
be noted that we have to differentiate between two kinds of professional
philosophers in Ukraine: those who are working at the NASU (ca 100
persons) and those at Ukrainian Universities (ca 2000 persons). Instruct-
ing some philosophy courses is an obligatory part of the National Cur-
riculum of university education.

Soberly assessing my knowledge of the many activists, who call
themselves philosophers, I will not dare to offer my own answer to the
question about the essence of the philosophy [31]. Such attempts were
repeatedly made by world-recognized thinkers in the history of mankind.
Thanks to them philosophy as a type of intellectual activity stood out
and gained considerable weight, regardless of the indifference of the
main part of society both to the ‘love of wisdom’ and to intelligen-
ce as a whole. Among them are, I would say, defining figures like Plato,

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Aristotle, I. Kant, G. Hegel, L. Wittgenstein and M. Heidegger, as
well as such bright names as G. Agamben [1], A. Badiou [3], M. Bunge
[12], J. Deleuze and F. Guattari [26], I. Hacking [44], and J. Ortega y
Gasset [73].

Nevertheless, I have elaborated some preliminary thoughts con-
cerning the answer to a more particular question formulated in this arti-
cle title. Before proposing it, I will try to briefly answer two questions,
its prerequisites, without which such an answer is impossible: «Is the
philosophy of science a philosophy?» and «What is science?»

Is the philosophy of science a philosophy?

First of all, the philosophy of science modifies the traditional onto-
logical (what there is) and epistemological (how we obtain and ascertain
knowledge about what there is) issues on the basis of modern sciences
achievements.

In addition, answering the question «is the philosophy of science
a philosophy?» one must take into account the split of the philosophy
into many areas (separate domain-oriented philosophies). Each of them
has many directions, trends and schools. If one distinguishes such areas
according to the type of domain they are intending to study, one can say
that the philosophy of science is an equal member of the big and re-
spectable family that includes history of philosophy, ontology/meta-
physics, epistemology, political philosophy (or philosophy of politics),
philosophy of morality (or ethics), philosophy of law, philosophy of
language, philosophy of social sciences, philosophy of economics, phi-
losophy of history, philosophy of education, and even philosophy of phi-
losophy [87], [93].

The statement that the philosophy of science is a philosophy is
evidenced not only by its worldwide teaching in the leading universities,
but also by some personal and institutional factors. This is the sphere of
scrutiny by such researchers as R. Camnap, K. Popper, H. Reichenbach,
and B. Russell who certainly were genuine philosophers. There are also
international periodicals devoted purely to the philosophy of science or
publishing articles on this topic. Among them are The British Journal

Jor Philosophy of Science, Epistemologia, Erkenntnis, The European
Journal of Philosophy of Science, The Foundations of Science, The Phi-

losophy of Science, Quality and Quantity, Science Education. Science
& Education, Synthese, Studies in the History and Philosophy of Sci-
ence, Zeitschrift fiir Algemeine Wissenschaftstheorie, Zygon, etc. The
international meetings on the logic, methodology and philosophy of sci-
ence have been regularly organized (Congresses of Logic, Methodology
and Philosophy of Science and Technology, European Philosophy of Sci-
ence Association Biennial Conferences, etc.). The international societies
on the philosophy of science have many years functioned. Examples are
The Philosophy of Science Association (USA) and The European Phi-
losophy of Science Association.

Thus, the assertion that the philosophy of science is a philosophy
branch seems quite reasonable.

What is science?

The answer to this question seems to be trivial and well known.
Though, if one goes beyond the general idea of science, it is not so sim-
ple, at least in Ukraine. Really, there are at least four circumstances,
which demonstrate the fatal misunderstanding of science and its role in
the modern Ukrainian society.

Firstly, it is the narrow-minded defiance of the fundamental scien-
ces by the broad strata of the population. Its essence is the view of the
so-called ordinary taxpayer, who demands instant benefits from each re-
sult of the basic scientific research [51], [52], [96].

Secondly, this is a totally inadequate attitude towards science by
the executive and the legislative powers, who completely disregard scien-
ce as a fundamental and extremely important component of the national
security [63]. It is likely that there is some little explored, but universal
and important regularity in any modern society. Namely, the vacuum of
scientific knowledge, approaches, methods and understanding in any so-
cial sphere is necessary filling with pseudoscience. See, for example, the
manifestation of this regularity in security and justice areas [27].

By the way, all former Presidents of Ukraine have PhD degrees
and one, nay, is a Professor, who once wrote his title as ‘Proffesor’. Al-
though all domestic academic science is financed on the level of a middle
Western university, the authority demands scientific achievements from
Ukrainian scientists that would deserve the Nobel Prize [40, s. 277].
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Thirdly, these are unresolved principal practical questions of the
evaluation of the results of scientific activity [9]. Had the answer to the
question «What is science?» [15], [19], [21], [24], [35], [38], [41], [55],
[66], [74], [82], [95] was well-known and generally accepted in Ukraine,
there would have been no contradictory petitions to the Ukrainian au-
thority [22]. They, on the one hand, have been signed by representatives
of the mathematical and natural sciences, and on the other, those by so-
cial sciences and humanities. The emotional dispute between them has
arisen due to disagreements about application of the international criteria
to evaluate the results of the scientific activities of the first two groups
to estimate achievements of two last groups of scholars. In terms of the
number of signatories, the petition by scholars won a big advantage (918:
580). By the way, according to my estimation, the number of fellows of
the first two groups is ten times bigger than is associated with the last
two groups. For some strange reason, members of the last two groups
are persuaded that their scientific achievements are absolutely not inter-
esting for corresponding world scientific communities. That is why these
scholars are even not trying to publish papers in leading internatio-
nal journals. As a ‘consequence’, their articles cannot be assessed in
the framework of international criteria for the quality of scien-
tific work.

Fourthly, there are unresolved cardinal pedagogical and didactic
problems of teaching science in schools and universities worldwide [42],
[62], [67], [88]. The explanation of what is science is not banal and evi-
dent in learning science. This assertion has been testified by many books
and articles written by modern philosophers, educators, didactics, edu-
cators, and psychologists and devoted to various aspects, processes and
functions of science, and scientific knowledge. One can also refer to a
widely discussed topic of the essence of science («nature of science» —
NOS) in the world pedagogical literature [2], [20], [32], [33], [36], [47],
[53], [68], [69], [71].

New knowledge - the main product of scientific activity
To answer the question in the article title, it is enough to consider
science only as a complex social institution that is producing a new
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knowledge about any imaginary/ideal and material entities. The absence
or imitation of this process transforms science from a productive cogni-
tive instrument, permanently improved by scientists, into an orderly
repository of irrefutable truths worthy of school and university study as
propaedeutics for other sciences. Such a metamorphosis happened to a
part of the theory of numbers, which has been taught in school under
the name of ‘arithmetic’, or with differential and integral calculus as a
part of ‘higher’ mathematics that university students of natural and en-
gineering faculties have to some degree mastered.

Under the proposed vision of science, it is important to take into
account several factors. The first is the being of scientific knowledge
not as an undifferentiated substance [29], [34], [91], [94], but as sup-
porting each other separate systems of knowledge [39], [57], [58], 1591,
[60] about various aspects of the respective domains/subject of indivi-
dual sciences. The second is the generation of a new scientific knowl-
edge on the basis of its available modern systems. The third is the
permanent transformation and elaboration of these systems. Using the
latter, the original (both internal/intrasystemic and external/extrasys-
temic), mainly empirical problems of studying corresponding domains
are being resolved.

Thus, the domains of the philosophy of science include the science
structures with the help of which scientists obtain, preserve, order and
adapt new knowledge. These structures are the systems of scientific
knowledge, the highest type of which are scientific theories. If one agrees
with this view, then the necessary condition for the being of the philos-
ophy of science as a science is its production of new metaknowledge
about systems of scientific knowledge. While for this to happen, its own
metaknowledge systems must be built and developed. In turn, they
should have components of the same forms and functions as systems of
scientific knowledge have. Another issue is that the content/filling of
these components is determined by different domains of science (entities
studied by the sciences) and philosophy of science (scientific knowledge
systems created and changed by scientists). In Popper’s words, the do-
main of the philosophy of science is a scientific knowledge/cognition
part of the third world [76]. One even can say, that this domain has
formed the fourth world, i.e. world of metaknowledge as knowledge
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about the pure scientific part of the third world. The term ‘pure’ has been
here used in Kelsen’s meaning of the pure theory of law [54].

Philosophy of science as one of metasciences about

the science

Under prevailing view, the philosophy of science is a collection
of, as a rule, fair and ingenious reflections/considerations of scientists
and philosophers about science and/or philosophers’ translations of the
general content of scientific knowledge into numerous philosophical
languages. It also includes the futile attempts of some philosophers to
solve scientific problems that, at least now, are not resolved by scientists.
The proposed here vision of science transforms philosophy of science
into one of the metasciences about science, namely the science of sys-
tems of scientific knowledge, their emergence, changes, and interdepen-
dencies. The rest of metasciences (history of science, sociology of
science, economics of science, psychology of science, ethics of science,
pedagogy of science, science of the organization and management of
science, axiology of science, scientometrics, etc.) explore those aspects
or dimensions of science that are prerequisites of producing new know-
ledge by scientists [8]. These metasciences are worthwhile only when
there are the sciences that generate new knowledge about their domains.
By the way, the number of published publications is not an indicator of
the original scientific activity of their author, if they do not present new
knowledge recognized by the relevant professional, preferably, interna-
tional community.

Naturally, on the basis of metaknowledge about productive sys-
tems of scientific knowledge obtained by philosophy of science, other
metasciences have an obligation to explore educational, organizational,
social, cultural, religious, personnel, pedagogical, economic, financial,
psychological, ethical, axiological conditions of science as sine qua non
factors of effective generating new scientific knowledge or impeding
this process. These matasciences ought to propose specific practical
measures for improving the functioning of science as a social institution
for creating new knowledge. It should be noted that the novelty of scien-
tific knowledge is its rather ‘perishable’ and relative to the current knowl-
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edge systems feature. This always forces scientists to strive for new
knowledge, relying on those knowledge systems that were new in the past.

Thus, the philosophy of science develops for other metasciences
the necessary conceptual principles, ‘weapon/instruments’, and frame-
works as peculiar points through which these metasciences can carry
out an analysis of the aspects of science and scientific knowledge that
they study.

In the literature, sometimes there is a very broad interpretation of
the domain of the philosophy of science, which includes almost all pos-
sible aspects of science and its functioning in society. This view is de-
clared by one of the most cited in Google Scholar Ukrainian
philosophers Valentin Luk’yanets. He argues that «the philosophy of sci-
ence is an area of philosophy that explores the phenomenon of science
in the historical unfolding of all its sociocultural dimensions» [64]. Such
an interpretation either does not take into account the real, albeit fuzzy
division of labor between metasciences, or proposes to comprehend the
philosophy of science as a supermetascience uniting all other meta-
sciences about the sciences. Neither the first nor the second interpreta-
tions fit to the real history and the current state of the philosophy of
science [7], [11], [13], [141, [18], [23], [28], [43], [45], [56], [61], [651],
[75], [79], [801, [84] [90] and are absent in modern encyclopedic sources
of the philosophy of science [17], [25], [37], [50], [70], (78], [83].

Features of the philosophy of science as a science

If the peculiarities inherent in science are also true for the philos-
ophy of science, then it can quite reliably be considered a science.

Indeed, like any science, the philosophy of science has its more or
less specific domain described above.

The sciences explore their domains by means of their current
knowledge systems. Like any science, the philosophy of science studies
and analyzes its domain through the prism of its metasystems or recon-
structions, that is, systems of metaknowledge about systems of scientific
knowledge. In the literature, many such reconstructions have been pro-
posed — from the narrative and cultural-historical to the logical and
purely mathematical. This fact makes it possible to classify directions
in the philosophy of science. In the first approximation, one can distin-
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guish substantive-conceptual (knowledge system as a system of informal
concepts) [89]; propositional or standard (knowledge system as a state-
ment system) [46], [86], [92]; logistic (knowledge system as a formal
system) [77]; instrumentalist, or operationalist (knowledge system as a
system of operations with constructs) [10], [49]; erotetic or interrogative
(knowledge system as a system of questions/problems and answers/so-
lutions to/of them) [6], [48]; semantic (knowledge system as a language
system) [85]; structuralist (knowledge system as a system of abstract
models of the corresponding domain) [5], [81]; extended structuralist
(knowledge system as a polysystem unifying model, logistic and lan-
guage subsystems) [4]; structure-nominative (knowledge system as a
static polysystem) [16] and modified structure-nominative (knowledge
system as a dynamic polysystem of producing new knowledge on the
base of new empirical/experimental data) [39], [57], [60] directions of
the philosophy of science.

Each science produces non-trivial, empirically verifiable state-
ments about its domain. The modified structure-nominative philosophy
of science proposes and substantiates the following main points about
the productive systems of scientific knowledge.

In any system of scientific knowledge, it makes sense to single out
its agreed/coordinated subsystems [39, s. 60]:

1) ontic (initial ideas/notions about supposedly irrefutable — stable
and emergent — attributes of entities from domain of the corresponding
knowledge system);

2)nominative/denominative (names/labels/designations/tags/terms
of both entities from the domain of the knowledge system and compo-
nents of the system itself);

3) language (the system of languages that have been used by the
knowledge system);

4) logistic (means of ordering subsystems of the knowledge sys-
tem); '

5) nomic (formulations of laws, axioms, and postulates, represent-
ing in the knowledge system the laws, patterns, and regularities of enti-
ties from its domain, as well as the principles of organizing and changing
the system itself);
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6) model (abstract, as a rule mathematical, models of attributes of
entities from the domain of the knowledge system);

7) representative (visual/pictorial/iconic/imaginary models as ho-
listic prototypes of entities from the domain of the knowledge system);

8) problem/interrogative/erotetic (problems, issues, tasks that are
formulated and solved by the knowledge system);

9) operational (actions with components and structures of the
knowledge system);

10) procedural (rules for performing actions with components and
structures of the knowledge system);

11) estimative/axiological (evaluation of components, structures,
subsystems and the knowledge system as a whole);

12) hypothetical/conjectural (plausible assumptions of the know-
ledge system);

13) heuristical/creative/imaginative (useful, but not rigorous and
well-grounded considerations specific for the knowledge system);

14) approximating (approximations of the knowledge system);

15) binding/linking/agglutinative (system of connections/ties/in-
terrelations of subsystems and their components).

Subsystems, their levels, elements and structures are interdepen-
dent. As a rule, a nontrivial change of any component of the knowledge
system causes the induced regular changes of other components. Exam-
ples of such changes are model-problem and problem-problem chains.
The first ones are generated by the reformulation of existing problems
in terms of new models, the second — by solving actual problem that
usually has produced many formulations of new problems.

The subsystems of the system of scientific knowledge have a typi-
cal universal hierarchical multilevel construction and unite, refine, and
develop the partial ideas about the systems of scientific knowledge ad-
vanced by other directions of the current philosophy of science.

The real systems of scientific knowledge differ in the degree of
maturity of their subsystems and their awareness by scientists.

Like any science, the philosophy of science, being based on the
models/reconstructions of static structures of scientific knowledge sys-
tems, tries to consider their kinematics, dynamics and development. In
particular, it draws attention to the importance to coordinate the subsys-
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tems of a separate system of scientific knowledge. By the way, one of
the poorly explored ways of developing the knowledge system is to
eliminate inconsistencies of its subsystems.

Various variants of the development of the system of scientific
knowledge occur through diverse interdependent transformations of its
subsystems, levels, structures and components. The trigger for develop-
ment can be the change of any component of the knowledge system.
Thus, a system of scientific knowledge is a dynamic evolving poly-
system.

Like any science, the philosophy of science tests those and other
assumptions with an ‘empirical’ analysis of those systems of scientific
knowledge that has not previously come into its vision.

Like any science, the philosophy of science predicts the direction
of structural improvement, at a minimum, of scientific knowledge sys-
tems that are in the early stages of their development.

Like any science, the philosophy of science is the subject of re-
finement, in particular mathematization [30] and change, that is, its
metaknowledge systems evolve over time.

Considered as a general science, the general philosophy of science
splits into a number of philosophies of particular sciences and sub-
sciences. Instances are the philosophy of physics, the philosophy of math-
ematics, the philosophy of biology etc. In turn, philosophy of physics,
for example, includes the philosophy of quantum mechanics, the philoso-
phy of cosmology, the philosophy of thermodynamics, etc. [60].

To the extent that the philosophy of science meets the abovemen-
tioned characteristics, it can be considered as a science.

In a sense, different directions of the philosophy of science are the
sciences with varying degrees of completeness of reproducing scientific
knowledge systems. Usually, those directions identify the knowledge
system with a combination of some parts of its several subsystems.
Against the background of these options, the structure-nominative phi-
losophy of science and its modified version differ by

— the natural and fuller natural incorporating and synthesizing
various forms (concepts, models, problems, operations, estimations etc.)
of knowledge differentiation into homogeneous subsystems of the scien-
tific knowledge,
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~ establishing links between these forms, thanks to which they
conjointly contribute to creating new knowledge through changes of
available knowledge system,

— conducing to knowledge system defragmented understanding,
according to which each of its separate constituent finds its natural nest
with all the necessary links with other constituents.

The modified version goes further than its initial version by

— isolating larger number of uniform subsystems,

— considering both the composition of the subsystems and their
transformations,

— opening up prospects for a consistent study of the developments
of scientific knowledge systems in terms of changes of its components
and their relationships.

Kuznetsov Volodymyr. Is the philosophy of science a science? From
a view of the Ukrainian philosopher of science.

The philosophy of science is understood as a metascience about sci-
ence. Its domain includes systems of scientific knowledge as rational means
of generating new knowledge. The philosophy of science fits main scientific
requirements: demarcating, splitting, and modeling its domain, verifying
statements about domain, its components and subsystems, identifying and
solving original problems of domain studying, describing trends of domain
developments in terms of changes of domain components and subsystems.

The structure-nominative direction in the philosophy of science has
included into systems of scientific knowledge more forms of its differenti-
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ation than informal-conceptual, propositional/standard, logistic, instrumen-
talist/operationalist, erotetic/interrogative, semantic, structuralist, and ex-
tended structuralist directions. Scientists construct a balanced system of
scientific knowledge as the device of producing new knowledge by both
systemically ordering ties between these forms and empirical/experimental
investigations of the domain of the system at issue.

The modification of the structure-nominative direction proposes more
detailed («microscopic») consideration of compositions, transformations,
interdependencies, and dynamics of subsystems of systems of scientific
knowledge. In any particular system of scientific knowledge, the following
agreed subsystems are singled out: ontic (initial ideas about the indisputable
attributes of realities from the domain of the knowledge system in question);
denominative (names of realities from the domain and names of components
of the system itself); language (system of languages of the knowledge sys-
tem); logistical (means of ordering subsystems); nomic (laws, axioms, pos-
tulates that represent the regularities of the domain, as well as the principles
of the system itself); model (abstract models); representative (models whose
prototypes are realities from the domain); problem / interrogative / erotetic
(problems, issues, tasks that are formulated and solved); operational (actions
with components and structures); procedural (rules for performing actions);
evaluative or axiological (assessménts of components, structures, subsys-
tems and the system as a whole); hypothetical (assumptions); heuristic (use-
ful, but not rigorous reasoning); approximative (approximations) and
binding (connections of subsystems and their components) subsystems.

Volodymyr Navrotskyi. Justification of statements: the strength of ar-
guments, the weight of premises and schemes of inference.

In this paper, one of the possibilities of developing a formal theory
of reasoning is considered. This theory is used to construct formal models
of rational discussions. The justification of many statements made in such
discussions is not a trivial task in the sense that it is a result of demonstration
how the true conclusion is derived from the true conclusions. The construc-
tive rules according to which the conclusions are accepted or rejected are
required.

Such rules are formulated within the framework of the so-called jus-
tification logic, in which, in addition to the inference schemes of deductive
logic, the inference schemes of non-deductive logic are used for justification
of reasoning. Such schemes do not necessarily lead from true conclusions
to the true conclusion. Yet they can be the reasons for rational acceptance
of the conclusions of the arguments. What is the criterion of the sufficiency
of such reasons? What is the support of a conclusion, if it is not only the
truth of its premises?

As an alternative to the logic of the truth values of the sentences, jus-
tification logic implements an argumentative approach to logic, in which
conclusions of reasoning are accepted or rejected not simply as the result
of the use of deductive schemes, but as a result of the competition of argu-
ments. A kind of justification logic is the logic of reasoning with potentially
defeated conclusions. The defeasibility of the conclusions is due, in partic-
ular, to the fact that some inference schemes provide more powerful support
for the conclusion of reasoning than other schemes. If the inference schemes
have different forces, then this fact must be taken into account in the for-

mulation of the semantic rules expressing the conditions for the conclusion
acceptance.

Such rules are formulated within the framework of argumentation se-
mantics. The paper shows the superiority of this semantics over the justifi-
cation procedure proposed in the framework of the so-called doxastic
approach to the analysis of reasoning. The specificity of argumentation se-
mantics lies precisely in the fact that the semantic status of the conclusions
is established during the interaction of the arguments. There are several ver-
sions of argumentation semantics. In this paper, the attention was focused
on John Pollock’s semantics and on his suggestion to introduce a reference
to the degrees of justification in the formulation of semantic rules. The next
step in this direction is the reference to the weight of premises and inference
schemes.

Iryna Kysliakovska. Discipline as Socialization Technique in Auto-
cratic Society.

In this paper 1. Kysliakovska covers a problem of some aspects of
child’s socialization through analysis of discipline as socialization technique
in the autocratic society. The purpose of this paper is to point to a gap bet-
ween liberal idea of autonomous self-control and the practice of implemen-
tation of strict rules of behavior widespread in modern education. This paper
assumes that disciplinary control over a group is exactly a barrier to sociali-
zation and not the socialization, as presumed by traditional educators. Sta-
bilized hierarchy reproduces itself by selecting those who sincerely accept
the order, who are able to compromise own creative personality to a har-
mony of the Mechanism, who lack compassion and readily interpret the so-
cial reality in terms of relations of subordination and power only. To a larger
or smaller extent, almost all members of autocratic society might have been
involved in its self-reproduction: through upbringing own children or ac-
ceptance of assault to dignity. Autocratic education is based on social views
of an authoritative person and on arising belief that the discipline facilitates
child’s socialization or is the socialization itself. The discipline imposes se-
vere constraints to uncensored human activity. It restricts movement, pos-
ture, emotional expression, way of acting. The discipline steals child’s
personal timing and replaces it with social timing. Adults wrongly admit
that their adult lives have any precedents of comparable total and destructive
invasion of privacy. Duration of processes is regulated: sleeping, eating,
hygiene, changing clothes, as well as studying, work and leisure are so time-
constrained, that enjoying them is reduced to a minimum. Also it impacts
attachment to the most loved activities. Discipline hides and cuts off emo-
tions of sincere admiration and interest. Yesterday’s dream might be roughly
ruined and humiliated once it had been placed in a routine curriculum with
obligatory regular participation of all in its development, having had as-
signed to it a share of social time. A person who has been experiencing this
sort of educational modalities since childhood would be incapable of ap-
plying one’s mind and feeling one’s body.

The ways of representation on new science and technologies (INESTs)
in the society on an example of science art are considered in the article.
Science art is a result of rapprochement (convergence) of science, technolo-
gy and art. Science art is represented by heterogeneous, interdisciplinary
practices like information art, nanoart, bioart (bacterial art, transgenic art,
xenotransplantation, tissue culture, etc.). It is aimed at: a) search for new
forms of communication between scientific community and other social
groups, including ordinary citizens who are, first, consumers of goods and
services made using NESTSs, second, taxpayers that fund the state research
programs; b) adaptation of the advanced technologies and materials (elec-
tron microscopy, nanoparticles, living cells, tissues, bacteria, etc.) for the
embodiment of artistic ideas and for artistic rethinking challenges of NESTs.

Educational functions of science art are analyzed by the example of
nanoart; social significance of nanoart is estimated. Visualization is an im-
portant step of creation of nanoart objects. Visualization procedure provides
broad perspectives for perception of different accurate data. It is shown that
nanoart promotes a positive image of nanotechnologies, on which the suc-
cess of capitalization of investments strongly depends. Nanoart is an im-
portant factor of the interaction between researchers, artists and society as
a whole, It is an essential part of curriculums in many universities all over
the world. However, nanoart goes far beyond the academic and artistic cir-

cles and promotes popularization of NESTs including both risks and
benefits.

There are three directions of functioning of nanoart: visualization of
the nanoscale and nanoobjects (nanosculptures, nanolandscapes, nanopaint-
ings); modeling of nanoworld and metaphorical «placement» of people «in-
side» of it; telling stories about nanoworld by the means of theater and
cinema dramatizing conflicts, emotions and issues of humanism during the
development and implementation of nanotechnologies.

Olena. Lazorenko Philosophy of adult education and learning in
modern society.

Adult education and learning play an important in a process respon-
ding to contemporary political, economic, social and cultural challenges, as
stated in a number of international documents of UNESCO, the UN, and
the EU. Why does adult learning become as important in the global world
as in Ukraine? One of the main challenges of the development of our society
is a shortage of human resources, whose competences correspond to modern
labor market requirements, and an active policy on adult education and
learning can become a response. Future study in the article focuses on the
question: "Does education and adult learning require philosophy? The ap-
peal to the principles of andragogy formulated in the works of Malcolm
Knowles raises philosophical questions, whether logical questions about
the validity of arguments and the meaning of terms, or ideological questions
about the metaphysical, religious, moral and political assumptions of adult
educational evaluative judgments. For this purpose, based on the study of
Lorraine Zinn, five major philosophical trends contained in the literature of
the philosophy of education, namely, liberal, behavioural, progressive, hu-
manistic and radical. The author’s analysis completes the review of the suc-
cess indicators of adult learning policies in the EU, which can be adapted
to the domestic context in Ukraine.

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Yaroslav Lyubiviy. Forming of idea of transcendental principles of
self-consciuosness and self-constructive identity in late ancient philo-
sophy.

The idea of self-consciousness and self-constructive identity that
can own efforts to create vision of the world is formed in ancient philos-
ophy, actively becoming familiar with to world ontological structure. Here
were forming the concepts of reflection, consciousness, self-concentration,
self-thinking, self-intuition, the concept of spirit and idea of transcendent.

One of the known thinkers of this time was neo-platonic Plotinus,
that presented possibility of intuitional contemplating of the absolute that
is impossible strait to grasp by means of rational logical judgment, that
put beginning of an subzero theology. On a way to the absolute the indi-
vidual soul passes the stage of perceptible cognition and discursive think-
ing, after that is contemplation on the level of World Soul, after that —
self-thinking at the level of Spirit, and finally — confluence with transcen-
dent Higher Unity, wherever the individual soul not realizes itself in this
heart-rending confluence. Thus the individual soul by mediation of self-
conscious reflective acts goes across from one identity to other, having
the opportunity to construct an own identity here. If identity of subject ap-

peals to something external, external in relation to him, is motion of
intentionality “from below to upward”, then a reflection, vice versa, is a
method and intentional mechanism of look to subject “ from above to
downward” that provides his further purposeful, including mental, moral,
another guided by world outlook and also everyday actions. Reflective
acts come true not only in sphere of being such as: Higher Unity as self-
contemplation, in Spirit as thinking by means of platonic ideas, in the
World Soul as self-contemplation, but also in internal hierarchically con-
structive levels of individual soul. Higher Unity is transcendent, the indi-
vidual soul can’t get to know him discursive, but can grasp in not verbal
ecstatic state confluence with him. Analogical ideas about impossibility
of rational cognition of the absolute spread in of that time Indian philos-
ophy, in particular in raja-yoga and Buddhism in concepts of Samadhi and
Nirvana. To the last the origin of mathematical concept of zero is related.
The marked philosophical ideas became by expressions of that there was
a civilization phase of transition in “axial time”. One of central lines of
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that was embodiment of reflective practices into the mechanisms of
culture.

Plotinus rendered substantial influence upon further development of
philosophy, in particular on R. Descartes, J. Locke, on phenomenological
ideas of G. Hegel. Plotinus anticipated the phenomenology of Hegel and
Husserl, where a reflection was intensively used as an instrument of reali-
zation of phenomenon or idea, or transition from phenomenon to phenom-
enon (accordingly — from idea to idea) or from one level of cognition to
other. Plotinus understood that in all philosophical constructions a man
must go out the real perceptible world. He marked that living in the per-
ceptible world we are in a greater degree inclined to submit persuasion of
discursive thinking, but in the own soul we search for higher reality.
